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Ceskoslovensky zpravodajsky urad - Velka Britanie

Ceskoslovensky zpravodajsky tifad CIO (Czechoslovak Intelligence Office) byl zalozen na pielomu let 1948/1949 jako jedna z odnozi planované
exilové zpravodajské organizace. CIO byl proto zpotatku partnerem, pozdéji soutasti britské zpravodajské sluzby Secret Intelligence Office -
SIS. Uvodni jednani s britskou stranou vedl general Sergej Ingr, ktery pro funkei vedouciho CIO vyhlédl plk. Karla Prochazku.

Plukovnik Karel Jindfich Prochédzka - ,Kenneth Proud" (1905-1999) absolvoval v roce 1925 Vojenskou akademii v Hranicich a stal se
dustojnikem &s. armady. V letech 1933-1936 vystudoval Vysokou $kolu véletnou. V roce 1939 odeSel do zahrani¢niho odboje, zti¢astnil se bojii
ve Francii, ve Velké Britanii byl diistojnikem &s. smi$ené brigady. 1941-1944 byl vyslan do Indie, v roce 1945 se zuéastnil jako naéelnik $tabu
délosttelectva 1. Cs. armadntho shoru osvohozovani Ceskoslovenska. V letech 1946-1947 piisobil jako generélni sekret4t Cs. komise pro
presidlovani Slovakl z Madarska. Do tinora 1945 slouZil v ¢s. armadé, v srpnu 1948 ode3el do exilu a stal se vedoucim prave zakladané &s. zpra-
vodajskeé organizace ve Velké Britanii. Vedoucim CIO byl od zaloZeni organizace do ukonéeni jeji ¢innosti v roce 1957. V roce 1991 se vratil
do vlasti, kde Zil v ustrani az do své smrti roku 1999,

Centrala CIO sidlila v Londyné postupné na nékolika adresach pod krytim jako piekladatelska agentura (Kenneth Proud Translation Office),
interné se nazyvala MEASURE (,Opatieni"). Pracovnici CIO na po¢atku své ¢innosti volili pravdépodobné metody zcela odpovidajici dobé
a moZnostem. TéZisté aktivit do roku 1953 spoéivalo ve vysilani kuryrii pfes hranice.

Hlavni vykonnou zakladnou aktivit CIO byl prostor u Worthersee pobliz rakouského Klagenfurtu v britské okupatni zoné. Bylo tam vycvikové
sttediko kuryri a vysilaci stfedisko. Spojeni se spolupracovniky v Ceskoslovensku zajistoval z vysflaciho sttediska CIO v rakouském Klagen-
furtu Spickovy radiotelegrafista mjr. Josef Siisser.

Kury#i ziskavali v Ceskoslovensku informace, budovali zpravodajské sit® a sité radistii. P¥ikladem mtiZe byt sit kuryra Jana Brejchy a jim zis-
kanych kuryrii Cyrila Slamy a Miloslava Prochazky v letech 1950-1952. Tito kuryti CIO fidili zpravodajskou sit na jiZzni Moravé a na Slovensku,
vytvorili potetné skupiny spolupracovniki, informéatori a radistii z fad teskoslovenskych obéanii.

CIO vyuzivalo pokusné v roce 1953 k bezpeénéj$imu vysilani kuryri do Ceskoslovenska balonii, pokousgelo se vybudovat sit mezi lodniky
labské plavby.

Méli tukoly zejména zpravodajské, napiiklad se zajimali o dodavky uranové rudy do SSSR, ale podle Prochazky se zabyvali i organizovanim
sabot4zi a Sifenim dezinformaci. Ostraha statni hranice se vSak stdvala dokonalejsi a prechod pfes ni nebezpecnéjsi. Zpravodajské vysledky
nebyly asi ptili§ oslnivé, jak sam gen. Prochazka pfiznal: ,S ohledem na intelektudlni tiroveti, vék i spoletenské postaveni nebylo moZné
pouzivat normalni agenty k ziskavani zprav vysokeé hodnoty a k navazovani kontakt s vyznamnymi osobnostmi hospodarského, politického
a kulturniho zivota.“ V prubéhu padesatych let se ale za¢ala ménit politicka situace a rozsifovaly se kontakty mezi Vychodem a Zapadem.
To umoziiovalo zasadné zménit styl prace.

Asi v poloviné roku 1954 byla ¢innost CIO v Rakousku ukon¢ena. Kuryriim bylo nabidnuto vystéhovani do USA ¢i Australie.

CIO v dal$im obdobi ziskavalo informace pomoci ,bilych linek“. V roce 1957 byla nicméné jeho é¢innost definitivné ukonéena v disledku zrady
pracovnika tistfedi Karla Zbytka.

Major Miroslav Planava - ,Ivan®, ,Poyser" (1909-1968). V dobé druhé svétové valky piislusnik 311. peruté RAF ve Velké Britanii. V 1été 1948
odesel do exilu, kde (jiz v Rakousku) zacal fidit zpravodajskou éinnost. V CIO pak pusocbil v operatnim oddéleni centraly, pozdgji na
rezidentuie v Bruselu. V roce 1968 zemiel nedtastnou nahodou v Rakousku.

Major Jaroslav Stuchly - ,Bill", ,Pitter” (1913-?). Dustojnik ¢s. armady, v dobé druhé svétové valky v zahrani¢nim odboji na Za padé. Ve Velké
Britanii byl od roku 1940 zatazen na zpravodajském II. odboru MNO jako $ifrér a analytik. Absolvent Vysoké Skoly valeéné, vyuéoval na Vojen-
ské akademii v Hranicich. 30. biezna 1948 odesel do exilu a roku 1949 byl pfijat k CIO. Zprvu byl vedoucim opera¢niho oddélenicentraly CIO
v Londyné, poté ridil pobocku CIO pro SRN ve Frankfurtu nad Mohanem. Koncem roku 1952 byl pfemistén do rakouského Klagenfurtu, kde
tidil sttedisko FSS, odkud byli vysilani kuryti do Ceskoslovenska. Roku 1954, v souvislosti s ukonéenim téchto aktivit CIO, odjel natrvalo

do Velke Britanie.

Celkova bilance ztrat kuryrii ve sluzbach CIO: Za obdobi 1950-1960 evidovala Statni bezpe¢nost 1090 osob napojenych na aktivity britskeé
zpravodajské sluzby. Zatéeno bylo 30 kuryri, z toho dva byli popraveni (Josef Ludvik a Vladimir Palma), dalsi t¥i pak byli zastfeleni pifi za-
tykéni nebo na hranicich (Josef Princ, Josef Zika a Stefan Krajger).

Czechoslovak Intelligence Office - UK

The Czechoslovak Intelligence Office (CI0) was formed at the turn of 1948 and 1949 as one of the branches of the planned exile intelligence or-
ganization. As such, it was initially a partner, and later a part of UK's Secret Intelligence Office (SIS). General Sergej Ingr led the initial discus-
sions with the British side, and chose Col. Karel Prochazka for the position of CIO Head.

Colonel Karel Jindfich Prochazka, AKA “Kenneth Proud” (1905-1999). Graduated from the Military Academy in Hranice in 1925, and became
a Czechoslovak army officer. Completed studies at the War University between 1933 and 1936. Left the country for the resistance movement
in 1939, fought in France, and was an officer of the Czechoslovak Brigade in the UK. Was sent to India from 1941 to 1944, andtook part in the
liberation of Czechoslovakia in 1945 as a member of the artillery staff of the 1st Czechoslovak Armed Force. Served as the General Secretary
of the Czechoslovak Committee for Emigration of Slovaks from Hungary between 1946 and 1947. Served in the army until February 1945; later
left the country in August 1948 to become the head of the Czechoslovak intelligence organization formed in the UK at that time. Led the CIO
from its inception to the end of its activity in 1957. Returned to his home country in 1991 and lived in seclusion until his death in 1999.

The CIO headquarters were in London, situated consecutively at several addresses under the cover name of Kenneth Proud Translation Office
and internally called MEASURE. Early on, CIO members likely chose methods fully in line with the period and possibilities. Until 1953 the focal
point of activities was sending couriers across the border.

The main executive base for the CIO's activities was in the Worthersee lake area in the British occupation zone near Klagenfurt, Austria. There
was a courier training center and radio center there. A top radiotelegraph operator, Major Josef Siisser provided the connection with collabo-
rators in Czechoslovakia from the CIO's radio center in Klagenfurt.

Couriers obtained information and built intelligence and radio operator networks in Czechoslovakia. As an example, we can mention the net-
work built by courier Jan Brejcha and the couriers Cyril Slama and Miloslav Prochazka, whom he recruited between 1950 and 1952. These CIO
couriers led an intelligence network in South Moravia and Slovakia, setting up extensive groups of collaborators, informers and radio opera-
tors - Czechoslovak citizens.

The CIO experimented with using balloons for safer transport of couriers to Czechoslovakia in 195,3 and tried to build a network among the
Labe waterway shipmen.

They had mainly intelligence assignments -covering uranium ore supplies to the USSR. According to Prochazka, they also organized sabotage
and spread disinformation. But the guarding of the state border was constantly improving, and crossing the border was becoming increasingly
dangerous. Intelligence results were not very brilliant, as Prochazka admitted: “Given the intellectual level, age, and social position, it was im-
possible to use normal agents for obtaining high value information and setting up contacts with premier economic, political, and cultural per-
sonalities.” The political situation started to change in the course of the 1950's and contacts between the East and West grew, enabling

a major change in working style.

The CIO’s activity in Austria was discontinued sometime in the middle of 1954. Couriers were offered the possibility of relocating to the US or
Australia.

Subsequently, the CIO obtained information via “white lines.” Its activity nonetheless finally ended in 1957 as a result of thebetrayal of Karel
Zbytek, a HQ employee.

Major Miroslav Plafiava, AKA “Ivan” or “Poyser” (1909-1968); a member of the RAF’s 311th Squadron in the UK during WWIL Left the country
in the summer of 1948 and started directing intelligence activity in Austria. At the CIO, he worked in the HQ's operating department, and was
later on residentura in Brussels. He died in an unfortuante accident in Austria in 1968.

Major Jaroslav Stuchly AKA “Bill” or “Pitter” (1913-7?). A Czechoslovak army officer; participated in the Western resistance during WWIL
Worked in the UK from 1940 as a cryptographer and analyst in the IL intelligence section of the Ministry of National Defense (MNO). A gradu-
ate of the War University, he taught at the Military Academy in Hranice. Left the country on 30 March 1948 and joined the CIO in 1949. Initially
he led the operating department at CIO's HQ in London, later headed the CIO's branch in Frankfurt, FRG. He relocated to Klagenfurt, Austria
at the end of 1952 to direct the FSS centre that sent couriers to Czechoslovakia. Left for the UK for good in 1954 when the CIO's activities in
this area came to an end.

A summary of couriers lost on duty for the CIO: Between 1950 and 1960, the State Security Service (StB) had records of 1,090 people connected
to the activities of the British intelligence services. 30 couriers were arrested, two of“them executed (Josef Ludvik and Vladimir Palma), and
another three were shot while arrested or on the border (Josef Princ, Josef Zika, and Stefan Krajger).
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
