Report on the shooting of Bohumil Hasil Courier Josef Hasil in his SNB uniform.

Zivotopisy nékterych kuryri

Josef Hasil se narodil 8. 2. 1924 v ZAbrdi na Prachaticku. V roce 1945 vstoupil do KSC, byl stra¥mistr SNB, slouzil u pohraniéniho titvaru Zvon-
kova v okrese Cesky Krumlov. Statni soud jej odsoudil v Praze 2. imora 1949 na 9 let tézkého zalafe podle zakona 50/1923 Sb. Diivodem byla
skuteénost, Zze 20. fijna 1948 spolu se strzm. Zdetikem Vyletou zb&hli do Némecka a ptitom pievedli za tplatu t#i uprchliky. Byli zatéeni

25. fijna 1948 po navratu z Nemecka.

Trest vykonaval v pracovnim tabofe v Dolnim Jifetiné u Mostu. Dne 9. 5. 1949 uprchl se spoluvézném z pracovi$té Dolu Kolumbus a odesel do
Némecka. Pracoval jako kuryr, mnohokrat predel statni hranici. Jeho uspéchy vedly k tomu, Ze byl nazyvan ,krdlem Sumavy“. Rada Hasilovych
spolupracovnikii v Ceskoslovensku byla postizena dlouholetym véznénim a perzekuci. Dne 7. prosince 1949 se zigastnil prestielky s piisluniky
SNB u obce Ceské Zlehy, okr. Prachatice. Mlad$i stra¥mistr SNB Rudolf Ko#i byl zast¥elen a mlad$i stra?mistr FrantiSek Hava byl t&%ce zranén.

Spolu s Josefem Hasilem piechazeli hranice i jeho starsi bratii Julius (*1915) a Bohumil (1920). Pekat ze Zabrdi Julius Hasil poskytoval uby-
tovani bratrovi a dal$§im kuryrim. V prosinci 1949 pted zatéenim utekl do Némecka, kde se stal kuryrem. Reznik Bohumil Hasil odesel do
zahraniti ronéZ v prosinei 1949. V tabote Valka byl ziskan CIC ke spolupraci. Dne 13. zati 1950 byl pfi pfechodu hranic zastfelen pohraniéni
strazi.

Josef Hasil ukonéil svoji &innost roku 1953 a odjel do USA, kde Zije dosud. V roce 2001 byla Josefu Hasilovi prezidentem CR udélena medaile
Za hrdinstvi.

Stépan Gavenda se narodil 25. 6. 1920 ve Vizovicich. Vyu#il se strojnim zdmeénikem, jako mladistvy mél fadu drobnéjsich kolizise zdkonem,
byl také umistén do polepSovny. Na jaie 1942 se pokusil pies Slovensko odejit k ¢s. zahrani¢ni armadé, ale na hranicich byl zadrzen a némeckym
soudem odsouzen za pokus o prechod hranic na 7 mésict vézeni. Koncem valky se zapojil do partyzanské ¢innosti a byl ranén. Dne 3. dubna
1948 byl zatéen SNB a vyslychan pro prechod hranic. Z obavy pied postihem ode$el do Némecka, pfitom pomohl utéci z véznice tfem prateliim
a pfevedl je s sebou. Pro3el uprchlickymi tabory, naposledy Ludwigsburgem, kde byl v listopadu 1948 ziskan CIC ke zpravodajské ¢innosti. Jeho
case officerem byl FrantiSek Bogataj. Ve sluzbach CIC presel 25-30krat hranice, do Némecka prevedl asi 65 uprchliki.

Dne 1. 10. 1949 byl Stépéan Gavenda v Praze zatten. Po vySetfovani byl odsouzen 23. ervna 1950 Statnim soudem v Praze k trestu smrti, milosti
z10.12. 1952 byl rozsudek zménén na doZivotni vézeni za velezradu a vyzvédadstvi.

Dne 2. ledna 1952 se proboural vézefiskou zdi z obavané leopoldovské trestnice spolu s Josefem Hefmanskym, Jaroslavem Bure$em, Janem
Hvastou, Pravomilem Reichelem a Josefem Chalupou. Na utéku Gavenda odzbrojil a zneskodnil hajného, ktery se skupinu pokusil zadrzet.
Kromé Hefmanského se viem uprchlikiim podatilo dostat se do bezpeti. Piesli hranice do Némecka a americky Slovak John Hvasta nalezl azyl
na americkém velvyslanectvi v Praze.

Podle své vypovédi pro StB se Gavenda 1. inora 1952 setkal v Chamu se svym case officerem Frantitkem Bogatajem - ,Frankem®. Vypovédél
mu, stejné jako pozdéji vysilani RSE, vie o pomérech ve véznicich, o Leopoldovu, o pomérech v CSR. Ztratil ale Bogatajovu diivéru, a tak se
spojil s vedoucim polské zpravodajské organizace Lucianem. Ani Lucian mu zfejmé nevéril, a tak se Gavenda spojil s agentem CIC Janem
Cizikem a takto hyl vyslan 19. ¥ijna 1952 k ziskavani zpravodajskych informaci v Ceskoslovensku. Hranice pfesel v prostoru Hory Svaté
Katefiny do NDR, na hranicich mezi vychodnim a zapadnim Némeckem byl zadrzen 5. listopadu 1952 vojaky sovétské armady. Po zadrzeni
vyuzil Stépan Gavenda situace, odzbrojil eskortu a dal se na titék. Po kratkém pronasledovéni byl ale znovu dopaden. 10. bfezna 1953 byl pak
z NDR piedan do Ceskoslovenska.

Pri vySetfovani udajne fekl: ,Na svoji obhajobu nemam, co bych fekl, a celou svoji ilegalni protistatni ¢innost jsem délal cilevédome a s jasnym
védomim co nejvice $kodit dnesnimu lidové demokratickému ziizeni.“

Pfi hlavnim liteni Krajského soudu v Uherském Hradisti 15. dubna 1954 Gavenda fekl: ,Nemohu dnes fici, zda na my3lenku opét se vénovat
$pionazi jsem prisel jesté v dobé, kdy jsem se ukryval v republice po svém ttéku z vézeni v Leopoldové. Kdyz vSak se mné prechod pies hranice
zdafil a ja jsem byl v zapadnim Némecku, byl jsem rozhodnut, Ze opét vstoupim do sluZeb jako agent. Pravé proto jsem si nechal zavolat svého
$efa FrantiS$ka Bogataje. Od myslenky $pionaZné pracovat jsem neupustil ani tehdy, kdyZ jsem byl odmitnut napted Frantiskem Bogatajem

a pak polskou $pionazni sluzbou. Pravé proto jsem vyjednaval s Janem Cizikem, coz mélo slouzit k tomu, aby mné tento dopomohl k cesté do
republiky.”

Krajsky soud v Uherském Hradisti 15. dubna 1954 Stépana Gavendu odsoudil k trestu smrti. Rozsudek byl vykonan 28. 6. 1954 ve véznici
Praha-Pankréc.

Selected courier biographies

Stépan Gavenda na fotografii z vy&etfovaciho spisu StB.

Joset Hasil was born in Zabrdi near Prachatice on 8 February 1924. He joined the Communist Party in 1945, was a National Security Corps
(SNB) sergeant, and served with the Zvonkova border unit in the District of Cesky Krumlov. The State Court in Prague sentenced him to 9 years
pursuant to Act No. 50/1923 Coll. on February 2, 1949. The reason was that on October 20, 1948, he and Sgt. Zdenék Vyleta deserted to Ger-
many, guiding three refugees for compensation. They were arrested upon return from Germany on October 25, 1948.

Hasil served his time in a labor camp in Dolni Jifetin near Most. On May 9, 1949, he and a fellow convict fled the site of the Kolumbus Mine
and left for Germany. He worked as a courier, crossing the border many times. His success earned him the “King of Sumava” moniker. Many
of Hasil's collaborators in Czechoslovakia were persecuted and sentenced to many years’ imprisonment. On December 7, 1949 he was involved
in a shooting against SNB members near Ceské Zleby in the Prachatice District. Junior SNB Sgt. Rudolf Koéi was shot, and Junior Sgt. Frantisek
Hava seriously injured by gunfire.

Josef Hasil’s older brothers Julius (*1915) and Bohumil (¥*1920) also crossed the border. A Zabrdi baker, Julius Hasil sheltered his brother and
other couriers. He fled to Germany to avoid arrest in December 1949 and became a courier. Butcher Bohumil Hasil also left the country in De-
cember 1949. The US Counter Intelligence Corps (CIC) recruited him at the Valka camp. A border guard shot him attempting to cross the
border on September 13, 1950.

Joset Hasil stopped his activity in 1953 and left for the US, where he lives to date. The President of the Czech Republic award ed him with the
Heroism Medal in 2001.

Stépan Gavenda was born in Vizovice on 25 June 1920. He was a locksmith engineer by vocation; during adolescence he had had several petty
collisions with the law and had stayed in a youth detention center. He tried to reach the Czechoslovak army abroad in the spring of 1942 via
Slovakia, but was caught on the border and sentenced by a German court to 7 months in prison for attempting to cross the border. He got in-
volved in guerrilla activities towards the end of the war and was injured. The SNB arrested him on April 3, 1948, and interrogated him for
crossing the border. Fearing persecution, he left for Germany, helping three friends to escape from prison and bringing them along. He went
through several refugee camps, the last being Ludwigsburg, where the CIC recruited him for intelligence work in November 1948. Frantisek
Bogataj was his case officer. He crossed the border between 25 and 30 times for the CIC, guiding about 65 refugees to Germany.

Stépan Gavenda was arrested in Prague on October 1, 1949. Following the investigation, he was sentenced to death by the State Court in
Prague for high treason and espionage on June 23, 1950; an amnesty of December 10, 1952 changed his sentence to life imprisonment.

On January 2, 1952, he hroke through the wall of the feared Leopoldov prison with Josef Hefmansky, Jaroslav Bures, John Hvasta, Pravomil
Reichel, and Josef Chalupa. On the run, Gavenda disarmed and neutralized a gamekeeper who tried to hold the group up. Except
for Hefmansky, they all reached Germany safely. American-Slovak John Hvasta was granted asylum at the US Embassy in Prague.

Gavenda testified to the StB that he met his case officer, Frantisek Bogataj, AKA “Frank,” in Cham on 1 February 1952, He told him - and RFE
later on - everything about the situation in prisons, in Leopoldov, and in Czechoslovakia. Bogataj no longer trusted him, so he contacted
Lucian, the head of the Polish intelligence organization. But Lucian probably did not trust him either, so Gavenda contacted the CIC agent Jan
Cizik, and was sent on a mission to collect information in Czechoslovakia on October 19, 1952, He crossed the border to the DDR in the Hora
Svaté Katefiny area, and Soviet Army soldiers caught him on the border between East and West Germany on 5 November 5, 1952. After his
arrest, Stépan Gavenda made use of the situation, disarmed his escorts and fled, but was captured again following a short pursuit. He was
transported from the DDR to Czechoslovakia on 10 March 1953.

He reportedly said during the investigation: “T have nothing to say in my defense, and I conducted all of my illegal anti-state activity on pur-
pose and with a clear view to damaging the current people’s democratic regime as much as possible.”

Gavenda said during the main hearing before the Regional Court in Uherské Hradisté on 15 April 1954: “T cannot say today if the idea of work-
ing in espionage again occurred to me while still hiding in the country following my escape from prison in Leopoldov. But when I succeeded
in crossing the border and was in West Germany, I was determined to join the service as an agent again. This is why I called up my boss,
Frantisek Bogataj. I did not abandon the idea of espionage even having been rejected by Frantisek Bogataj first and the Polish espionage ser-
vice later. For that reason I negotiated with Jan Cizik, the purpose of which was to make him help me get into the country.”

The Regional Court in Uherské Hradi$té sentenced Stépan Gavenda to death on April 15, 1954. He was executed in the Prague-Pankrac prison
on June 28, 1954.
